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Abstract

Introduction. The problem of inadequate and unbalanced nutrition is very relevant in
our time, because nutrition is one of the most important components in the lifestyle.
Especially for students, the problem of nutrition is very common. Due to lack of time,
improper daily routine, and poor nutrition, many students put their health in a
dangerous position. The purpose of the study is to study and evaluate the nutrition
of USMU students in accordance with the recommended norms of healthy nutrition.
Material and methods. 115 students of USMU took part in the survey, the
guestionnaire was created in Google Forms, containing questions about the diet, its
diversity and balance, attitude to proper nutrition. All the answers were collected into
a single Excel spreadsheet for further analysis. Results. The nutrition of the students
turned out to be inadequate, unbalanced. As a result of the survey, it was revealed
that only a small part of students adhere to the principles of proper nutrition 17.4%
(n=20). The respondents also eat fast food, but the majority of respondents prefer
lean, boiled and steamed food - 57.4% (n=66). The majority of respondents consume
fish and meat 1-2 times a week (n= 45), which is insufficient for proper nutrition.
Vegetables and fruits are consumed constantly by 60% (n=60) of respondents. 60.9%
(n=70) of students cope with the drinking regime. In the final question of the
guestionnaire, the majority of respondents-89.6% (n=103) would like to improve
their nutrition. Conclusions. Not all UMMU students adhere to the principles of
healthy eating. This is mainly due to the fact that the younger generation simply does
not have the opportunity, time, perseverance and desire, but at the same time many
students would like to improve their nutrition.
