MEDICAL TERMINOLOGICAL NAMES WITH THE MEANING «SLEEP»
AND «NIGHT»

Abstract

Introduction. The article deals with the role of the ancient heritage in the
development of medical terminology, namely the origin of terminological names
associated with oneirotherapy. The purpose of the study is to identify names
containing root morphemes with the meaning "sleep™ and "night", borrowed from the
names of mythological characters. This work is relevant due to the scientific interest
in terminology. Material and methods. The material of research is the linguistic
facts from Explanatory Dictionary of Mythological Terms in Clinical Psychology by
T. V. Tritenko, Medical Terminology in Five Languages by G. D. Arnaudov and
Latin Language and Fundamentals of Pharmaceutical Terminology by O. G.
Olekhnovich and S. O. Goryaev. The technique of frontal viewing is used in
combination with the method of lexical and sematic analysis. Results. Examples of
Latin terminological names containing root morphemes -hypn-, -morph, -nyct-, -
somn- are given. The expediency of using the root Latin morphemes with the
meaning "sleep” and "night" when creating a nomination is emphasized, thereby
revealing the "faded" imagery of the word. In the same time, Russified variants of
Latin names are listed. Conclusions. The clinical, pharmaceutical and anatomical
names presented in this paper contain general knowledge associated with the
mythological names of the gods of sleep and night. Understanding the inner form of
the word and its substantiation expands the outlook of future doctors and contributes
to the development of respect to the classical heritage.
