COMPARISON OF APPROACHES TO TRAINING MEDICAL PERSONNEL IN PATIENT
COMMUNICATION SKILLS IN MEDICAL UNIVERSITIES OF IRAN AND RUSSIA

Abstract

Introduction. Effective communication between medical personnel and patients is a key element of quality healthcare
delivery. It fosterstrust, improves clinical outcomes, and enhances patient satisfaction. In different countries, approaches
to training healthcare workers in patient communication skills can vary significantly depending on cultural, educational,
and organizational characteristics. The aim of this study is to compare approaches to teaching communication skills in
Iran and Russia, identify their similarities and differences, and propose recommendations for improving educational
programs. Material and methods. The authors conducted a comparative analysis of scientific literature, curricula and
educational standards of medical universitiesin Iran and Russia. Researchers based their study on data comparison and
analysis methods, as well as a review of modern ap proaches to teaching communication skills in both countries. Results.
Educational programs at all levels of medical education in Iran integrate communication skills training, emphasizing
cultural and religious characteristics. In Russia, communication skills are also included in programs, but with a greater
focuson practical trainingin real clinical settings. Both countries actively use simulation-based training methods, but Iran
formalizes them more, while Russia integrates them into other disciplines. Conclusion. Training medical personnel in
patientcommunication skills in Iran and Russia has both common features and differences, influenced by the cultural and
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educational characteristics of each country. The exchange of experiences and best practices between countries can
contribute to further improvement of training methods and the enhancement of healthcare quality.
