Abstract

Introduction. The article is dedicated to the level of engagement and awareness of students in the Institute of Dentistry
at the Ural State Medical University regarding volunteer activities. It presents the results of a study conducted through
online surveysamong students from all years of the institute. The aim of this study is to determine the level of students
involvementand awareness of volunteeringand to determine their preferences in doingthe work . Material and methods.
Results. There are 68.9% of studentswho are aware of volunteering at the Faculty of Dentistry. More than half of the
students receive information from their fellow students. 73% of the respondents do notattend due to lack of information.
87,6% of the students participating in the faculty’s volunteer events have up to 50 volunteer hours. In demand volunteer
activities according to 68.2% of students are preventive health lessons in general education institutions. Interaction with
schoolchildrenand preschoolers is considered the most interesting (68.2%). Conclusion. The survey involved students
fromthe 1st to the 5thyear. According to the survey, there was a good level of engagementamong dental faculty students
in volunteer activities. By participating in volunteer work, a student becomes an active participant in various professional
projects and events.
