Annotation. This article presents the results of the empirical study of the attitude
of the first-year students of the Faculty of Pediatrics of SSMU to tattoos and, in
particular, to tattoos on the body of practicing physicians. The article substantiates the
relevance of the bioethical problem of the tattoo use by employees, whose appearance
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Is regulated strictly because of their close interaction with other people, as well as
chronic patients. The multi-valued definition of “medical tattoo” is considered. The
survey results are presented in a table. According to the research results, there are no
statistically significant differences between the responses of young men and girls,
except for a condemnatory attitude of young men to tattoos on the body of a medical
worker. Being asked about their attitude to tattoos respondents chose a neutral option
more often, so it does not allow to conclude unequivocally about their negative or
positive attitude to this item.
