STUDY OF THE PREVALENCE AND SEVERITY OF SYMPTOMS OF
POSTCOVID SYNDROME

Abstract

Introduction. A large number of patients are suffering from the consequences of a
new coronavirus infection. At the same time, in the available publications, there is a
high heterogeneity in the results of studies aimed at studying the prevalence and
severity of symptoms of post-COVID syndrome. The aim of the study - to study the
prevalence and severity of symptoms of postcovid syndrome in patients who
underwent COVID-19 in 2020-2021 and factors affecting the severity of symptoms.
Materials and methods. A single-stage retrospective study was conducted based on
a questionnaire of patients who had undergone COVID-19. An online questionnaire
of 17 questions was developed, which was sent out on social networks. Statistical
data analysis was carried out using MS Excel 2021 and jamovi. The normality of the
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distribution of the trait was assessed using the Shapiro-Wilk criterion. Comparison of
two independent groups using the Manny-Whitney criterion. Results. The most
common were weakness, decreased memory and concentration, and decreased
exercise tolerance. Among the concomitant diseases, obesity, arterial hypertension,
atrial fibrillation had the strongest influence. Discussion. A number of authors
indicate among the most common symptoms: fatigue, headache, attention disorder,
hair loss and shortness of breath, which correlates with the data obtained.
Conclusions. The most common symptoms were weakness, myalgia, arthralgia and
cough. In patients of the older age group, shortness of breath, fluctuations in blood
pressure, changes in smell and taste were more common. Obesity had the maximum
effect on the severity of symptoms.
