Abstract

Introduction. The psychological state of medical personnel affects the ability to respond correctly and adequately to
critical situations related to the performance of professional duties, especially in the context of a pandemic. The aim of
the study was to evaluate the indicators characterizing the psychological health of doctors who provide care to patients
in the context of the COVID — 19 coronavirus pandemic for the prevention of neurotic disorders. Material and methods.
A retrospective analysis of the electronic questionnaires of 97 doctors conducted in 2020 — 2021 on the basis of first —
and second — level hospital departments in municipalities of the Sverdlovsk region that provided care to patients with
COVID - 19. Results. In extreme and extraordinary conditions, a low level of psychological stability indicates a high
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risk of neurotic disorders and maladaptation. Conclusions. The results of the study demonstrate the need for psychological
support for doctors who provide medical care during a pandemic and in emergency situations.
