RESILIENCE OF STUDENTS AND THE FACTORS INFLUENCING THEIR LEVEL

Abstract

Introduction. The issue of human resilience as a psychological phenomenon in the currentrealities is aimed at finding
theoretical and practical solutions to overcome the growingresistance of external factors, which significantly enhance the
impact on the diverse development of any personality, especially a student. The topic of resilience is becoming more and
more important, becoming one of the most key personal qualities, acquiring vital traits necessary for survival in an ever-
changingworld. The aim of the study - to study the influence of socio-demographic factors and the use of surfactants
on the resilience of students. Material and methods. Using the anonymous Muddy Resilience Test (Personal Views
Survey, PVS llI-R), the level of resilience was assessed under the influence of socio-demographic factors and the use of
surfactants in 526 student respondents. Results. The average age of the respondents was 20 years, 66.9% of women and
33.1%of men. Accordingto the results of the cluster analysis, the average level of resilience prevails, which includes 320
respondents with an average score of 69.7 points. Most of the participants have average levels of resilience, which may
indicate the need for additional measures to improve theirresilience. Conclusions. According to the results of the study,
students in Yekaterinburg have an average level of resilience, which is influenced by socio-demographic factors and the
use of surfactants.
